Appendix - Reset your Unipass (before first use only)

Before you can use the new UniWide service, you will need to reset your UniPass. This involves 
accessing the UNSW Identity Manager web site and re-entering your current UniPass. The act of 
entering your UniPass and clicking the OK button will reset it. This is a vital step and you will not be 
able to log in to the service without resetting your UniPass first.

How to reset your UniPass

Type 1.	 http://www.idm.unsw.edu.au into your web browser

Enter your 2.	 staff or student number and your CURRENT UniPass password

3.	 Scroll to the “User Accounts” section and click the “Change UniPass” button.

Enter your UNSW ID 
eg. z1234567

Enter your UniPass password 
(will also accept zPass)

Click  the ‘Login’ button.
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5.	   Click the “Change UniPass” button to reset your password.

This is a once only exercise - you do not need to repeat this exercise to access UniWide in the future.
